Before the development of this
technique, medial and lateral
hamstring retraction had been
treated using fractional lengthening
(Fig. A-B). Follow-up of these cases
revealed a significant decrease of
flexion, with instances of ankylosis in
extension. In all cases where
individual evolution mandated a
second surgical intervention, the
hamstring tendons were found to be
abnormally thin, with some instances
of total rupture on the medial side.
