blood test: for tumor markers, prognostic indicators,
prostate-specific antigen (PSA), carcinoembryonic antigen
(CEA), estrogen receptor (ER)

radiologic examination: CT, CAT, MRI, mammography,
positron emission tomography (PET)

pathologic examination: biopsy, exfoliative cytology
(Pap smear)

endoscopic examination: colonoscopy, gastroscopy
