Reasons for Non Compliance in contraceptive pill and

emergency pill use

— Unable to continuously use contraceptive pill because of
Forgetting or hard study

— Cognitive factors (False information, misconceptions)

— Side effects of the methods used
— Difficult or lacking access to contraceptive methods
