Chart 1 shows the number of active applicants (applicants who submitted rank order lists of programs) by
applicant type in the 2014 Main Residency Match. U.S. allopathic medical school seniors constitute 50.7 percent
of the applicants in this report. The next largest group is non-U.5. citizen students and graduates of international
medical schools (21.4%). The numbers of Fifth Pathway and Canadian graduates are very small and they do not
show on the pie chart. For the remainder of this report, all applicants who are not U.S. allopathic seniors will be
grouped into the "independent applicants” category.

Chart 3 shows the percentages of U.5. seniors and independent applicants who matched to their preferred specialty. Overall,
924 percent LS. seniors matched to their preferred specialty, ranging from a high of 98.5 percent (Diagnostic Radiology)
to a low of 708 percent (Plastic Surgery). For independent applicants, the overall match rate was 52.9 percent, ranging
from a high of 69.9 percent ( Anesthesiology) to a low of 21.3 percent (Neurological Surgery). In general, independent
applicants are less successful than U.S. seniors in matching to their preferred specialty.
